	The fast (15 lines/second) thermal XENTA printer can be fit-
ted neatly on the rear of the terminal for merchants who wish 
to use the terminal in stand-alone mode. Easy paper load, 
with a 58 mm wide, 30 m long paper roll.

	When using the XENTA terminal as a stand-alone device, mer-
chant and customer both have to use the terminal respectively 
to prepare and to approve the payment. This is made easier 
with the swivel plate, which rotates up to 270°.
